


8" Regional Workshop in Xinjiang

On21 August 2009, the EU-China CDM Facilitation Project implemented the 8 Regional Workshop at Urumgi, Xinjiang. The Policy Research
Center for Environment and Economy (PRCEE) of Ministry of Environmental Protection (MEP), one of EU-China CDM Facilitation Project
consortium members, led the organization of the workshop, with the support from Xinjiang Environmental Protection Department and the
Xinjiang Policy and Technology Development Center for Environmental Protection. Officials from MEP, NDRC, and local administrations
of Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region, including Xinjiang Environmental Protection Department, Xinjiang Development and Reform
Commission, Xinjiang Technology and Science Department, Foreign Affairs Department, etc. attended the workshop and gave the speeches. Over
100 participants, including local officials, representatives from local research institutes, and industrial representatives attended the workshop. The
Project team leader and the deputy project manager from IVL also attended the workshop.

'The workshop presentations covered the key issues international and national climate change policies, climate change and the domestic energy
conservation and emission reduction programme, the impact of climate change on ecosystem, the status and trend of the international carbon
market, CDM rules and practices, etc. The workshop was highly appreciated by the attendees and was considered most informative and valuable.
The experts’ comprehensive introductions and analysis enhanced the participants’ understanding of climate change, relevant policies, regulations
and the current and future development status. The workshop strengthened the local capability to address the climate change challenge, including
CDM development and implementation.

9" Regional Workshop in Sichuan

On 13 November 2009, the EU-China CDM Facilitation Project implemented the 9™ Regional Workshop at Chengdu, Sichuan. The Policy
Research Center for Environment and Economy (PRCEE) of Ministry of Environmental Protection (MEP) led the organization of the workshop,
with the support from Sichuan Environmental Protection Bureau. The Sichuan workshop attracted over 100 participants, including local officials,
representatives from local research institutes, and industrial sectors.

The national and local CDM and climate change experts presented and discussed the climate change and CDM development issues with the
local stakeholders. Dr. Gao Qingxian, researcher of the Chinese Institute of Environmental Sciences presented the impact of climate change on
ecosystem and the progress of international climate change efforts. Dr. Yang Hongwei from the CDM Project Management Center of the Energy
Research Institute of the NDRC presented China’s national actions towards climate change and the CDM project cooperation in China. Dr. Li
Liping from the PRCEE of MEP shared the perspective on national pollutant emission reduction programme and the CDM projects. Dr. Duan
Maosheng from Tsinghua University shared his knowledge on CDM methodologies and his perspective on the future development of CDM in
China. Dr. Tang Renhu from CDM office of Datang Power Company presented the procedure of CDM validation and verification, and shared
his experience on the major issues during the procedure and potential solutions. Mr. Zhang Ning, the CEO of Greenfiled Ltd., a carbon consultant
company, shared his knowledge on latest trend of international carbon market and analysed the CDM business risks. Mme. Tian Chunxiu from
the PRCEE of MEP and Mr. Li Heyi, the General Engineer of Sichuan Environmental Protection Bureau chaired the workshop.

So far, the EU-China CDM Facilitation Project has implemented 9 regional workshops in different provinces and regions in China. These
workshops have raised the local stakeholders awareness of CDM projects and the related business and development opportunities. The last regional
workshop will be implemented in January 2010.

Final Dissemination Conference

Ohn 19 November 2009, the EU-China CDM Facilitation Project hosted the Final Dissemination
Conference in Beijing, China. The Conference disseminated the results and contributions of the EU-
China CDM Facilitation Project and provided an opportunity for CDM stakeholders, including business
community, policy makers, researchers and others to communicate perspectives on several CDM-related
issues. Approximately 280 professionals attended the Conference and participated in the communication
and discussion of key issues. The majority of the participants came from Europe and China, representing
a broad range of policy-makers, investors, CER buyers, technology developers, CDM project developers
and consulting firms, DOEs, regulatory bodies and media organisations. Representatives from the EU-
China CDM Facilitation Project consortium presented the EU-China CDM Facilitation Project’s key
achievements, and the major research results including the reports on technology transfer in CDM
projects in China, the impact assessment of China’s CDM projects on sustainable development and the
improvement of CDM policies in China and also the DOE capacity building activity in China. In addition, external speakers further addressed
the national actions towards climate change and the CDM development status in China, the CDM Gold Standard and discussed the post-2012
CDM development and the future of CDM industry, as well as the post-2012 carbon financing and carbon trading. The Conference was highly
appreciated by the participants, according to documented comments and feedback.
